A policy developed by the Smart Mobility
Office allows the Department to
incorporate public art into its transportation
network.

The policy governs the selection,
commissioning, acquisition, design,
fabrication, installation, accession,
maintenance, repair, long-term care, and
deaccession of the owned and loaned
artwork.
