AN ORDINANCE REZONING AND CHANGING THE ZONING MAP TO ADD A
NEIGHBORHOOD PLAN COMBINING DISTRICT TO THE BASE ZONING
DISTRICTS ON APPROXIMATELY 730 ACRES OF LAND GENERALLY
KNOWN AS THE SOUTH RIVER CITY NEIGHBORHOOD PLAN AREA AND
TO CHANGE THE BASE ZONING DISTRICTS ON 33 TRACTS OF LAND.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN:

PART 1. The zoning map established by Section 25-2-191 of the City Code is amended to
add a neighborhood plan (NP) combining district to each base zoning district within the
property and to change the base zoning districts on 33 tracts of land within the property
described in Zoning Case No. C14-05-0139, on file at the Neighborhood Planning and
Zoning Department, as follows:

Approximately 730 acres of land in the City of Austin, Travis County, Texas, more
particularly described and identified in the attached Exhibit “A™ incorporated into
this ordinance (the “Property”), and as follows,

Fairview Park Subdistrict area generally bounded by Riverside Drive and
Music Lane on the north, Sunset Lane on the east, Monroe Street on the
south and South Congress Avenue on the west; and

Travis Heights-Swisher Subdistrict area generally bounded by Town
Lake on the north, IH-35 on the east, Oltorf Street on the south, and
South Congress Avenue on the west, Save and Except the Fairview Park
Subdistrict area; as shown on Exhibit “B";

Save and Except the following tracts:

Tract 1 118-134 East Riverside Drive;
Tract 3 201-309 East Riverside Drive;
Tract 28 2100 South IH-35;
Tract 29a 2016 South IH-35;
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Tract 29b 2000 South IH-35; and
Tract 35 0 South TH-35 (Abs 24 Del Valle S Acr 2.31),

generally known as the South River City neighborhood plan combining district, locally
known as the area bounded by Town Lake on the north, IH-35 on the east, Oltorf Street on
the south, and South Congress Avenue on the west, in the City of Austin, Travis County,
Texas, and generally identified in the map attached as Exhibit “C™.

Except as provided in this ordinance, the existing base zoning districts and conditions
remain in effect.

PART 2. The base zoning districts for the 33 tracts of land are changed from interim
family residence (I-SF-3) district, family residence (SF-3) district, multifamily residence
medium density (MF-3) district, limited office (LO) district, general office (GO) district,
neighborhood commercial (LR) district, community commercial {GR) district, lake
commercial (L) district, general commercial services (CS) district, general commercial
services-mixed use (CS-MU) combining district, and commercial-liquor sales (CS-1)
district to family residence-neighborhood plan (SF-3-NP) combining district, multifamily
residence medium density-neighborhood plan (MF-3-NP) combining district, multifamily
residence moderate high density-neighborhood plan (MF-4-NP) combining district,
neighborhood office-neighborhood plan (NO-NP) combining district, neighborhood office-
mixed use-neighborhood plan (NO-MU-NP) combining district, limited office-mixed use-
neighborhood plan (LO-MU-NP) combining district, general office-neighborhood plan
(GO-NP) combining district, general office-conditional overlay-neighborhood plan (GO-
CO-NP) combining district, neighborhood commercial-neighborhood plan (LR-NP)
combining district, community commercial-conditional overlay-neighborhood plan (GR-
CO-NP) combining district, community commercial-mixed use-neighborhood plan (GR-
MU-NP) combining district, community commercial-mixed use-conditional overlay-
neighborhood plan (GR-MU-CO-NP) combining district, general commercial services-
neighborhood plan (CS-NP) combining district, general commercial services-mixed use-
neighborhood plan (CS-MU-NP) combining district, and public-neighborhood plan (P-NP)
combining district, as more particularly described and identified in the chart below:

The following applies to a single-family residential use, a duplex residential use,
or a two-family residential use within the boundaries of the Travis Heights-Swisher
Subdistrict:

1.  Impervious cover and parking placement restrictions apply as set forth in
Section 25-2-1603 of the Code. I
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Garage placement restrictions apply as set forth in Section 25-2-1604 of the
Code.

PART 4. The following applies to a single-family residential use, a duplex residential use,
or a two-family residential use within the boundaries of the NP combining district:

Front or side yard parking restrictions apply as set forth in Section 25-2-1406
and Section 12-5-29 of the Code.

PART 5. Tracts 4-8, 11-14, and 17, may be developed as a neighborhood mixed use
building special use as set forth in Sections 25-2-1502 through 25-2-1504 of the Code.

PART 6. Tract 18 may be developed as a neighborhood urban center special use as set
forth in Sections 25-2-1521 through 25-2-1524 of the Code.

PART 7. The Property within the boundaries of the conditional overlay combining district
established by this ordinance is subject to the following conditions:

Vehicular access from Tract 33 to Woodland Avenue is prohibited. All vehicular
access to the Property shall be from other adjacent public streets or through other
adjacent property.

Parking required for Tracts 32 and 33 shall be provided on-site.

A 10-foot wide vegetative buffer shall be provided and maintained on Tracts 32
and 33 along and adjacent to IH-35. Improvements permitted within the buffer
zone are limited to drainage, underground utility improvements or those
improvements that may be otherwise required by the City of Austin or
specifically authorized in this ordinance.

A 15-foot wide vegetative buffer shall be provided and maintained on Tracts 36
and 37 along and adjacent to IH-35. Improvements permitted within the buffer
zone are limited to drainage, underground utility improvements or those
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I improvements that may be otherwise required by the City of Austin or
specifically authorized in this ordinance. “

PART 8. Except as specifically restricted under this ordinance, the Property may be
developed and used in accordance with the regulations established for the respective base
districts and other applicable requirements of the City Code.

PART 9. This ordinance takes effect on October 10, 2005.

	Reasonable Use: The NCCD zoning regulations and the Historic Landmark commission prohibits the placement of parking in front of the building, and the zoning regulations do not allow the placement of a covered carport within the sideyard setback. The existing building, site improvements, and protected and heritage trees located on the lot does not provide the room necessary for placement of the carport in any area other than the side yard. 
	Hardship_unique: Existing building, site improvements, and protected tree located on the lot does not provide space for the carport outside of the setback. One of the existing buildings on the lot was legally constructed within the sideyard setback. There is a 14' strip of land between the subject side property line & the adjoining lot rear property line that prohibits development. This strip provides a greater setback than the normal 5 feet even with approval of this variance. After this variance, the effective setback will be 24 feet from the adjacent lot's rear building setback line.
	Hardship_not general: Existing building, site improvements, and protected tree located on the lot does not provide space for the carport outside of the setback. One of the existing buildings on the lot was legally constructed within the sideyard setback. There is a 14' strip of land between the subject side property line & the adjoining lot rear property line that prohibits development. This strip provides a greater setback than the normal 5 feet even with approval of this variance. After this variance, the effective setback will be 24 feet from the adjacent lot's rear building setback line.
	Area Character: There is a 14' strip of land between the subject tract & the adjacent property. Existing structure on adjacent property is more than 80' from the proposed carport. The detached garage located on the adjacent lot is built on the rear lot line, adjacent to subject sideyard, and within the required building setback. After this variance, there will be a 14' distance between the proposed carport and the existing garage on the ajacent lot. Multiple structures along Bickler Rd & throughout the neighborhood have buildings and enclosed garages that encroach within side & rear building setbacks. This variance is consistent with the character of the area.
