Update to the Schedule of Land Development Code Amendments
October 17, 2023

This is an update to staff’s recommended timeline to draft and adopt all active Land Development Code
(LDC) amendments. Staff understands the urgency of these amendments, particularly those that have the
potential to increase housing supply and income-restricted housing for the Austin community and is
committed to compressing timelines to adoption where feasible and as additional resources are identified.

An updated Schedule of Active Code Amendments chart (attached) will be provided prior to each Codes
and Ordinances Joint Committee meeting. The updated Schedule of Active Code Amendments chart is
included as Attachment A. Recent updates to the Schedule of Active Code Amendments chart include the
following:
