staff will execute a staff report to review the project and present the
Historic Landmark Commission (HLC) with a staff recommendation at the
meeting. The Commission will review the project, the staff report, and the
recommendation and will take action on the project. As stated in my
original email below, the staff reports and recommendations will be posted
to the HLC website prior to the meeting for public review.
 
Since this property is designated as contributing to a National Register
District, the HLC only has advisory power over the review. This means they
cannot “approve/deny” the project, but rather “release/hold” their review
up to 75 days per City of Austin Code. The 75-day clock begins the day of


the meeting, November 1st. during the next 75 days, the Commission can
either release their review, postpone the review to the next meeting (up to
2 additional meetings within 75 days), or take no action and then staff will


automatically release the project on the 75th day.
 
Most often, the HLC is performing their due diligence to review and
comment on the proposed project and how appropriate it is for this
surrounding historic area. Like I said, it is advisory review, but still required
per City of Austin Code.
