3. Advisory Recommendations for Private projects (see page 3 for process)
The Commission will consider Project Review Applications from private 
projects during its regularly scheduled monthly public meetings and may 
issue an advisory recommendation in the form of a Project Review Letter 
to the Applicant.

The UMLAUF's website provides a map with parking locations within a 10-minute walk, in addition to the parking available at the UMLAUF itself. Site context maps can be found on pages 13 and 27 of the HPEU Plan.
The HPEU Plan includes an ADA assessment, as access and mobility are key priorities woven throughout the plan. An overview of current accessibility conditions can be found on p. 88 of the HPEU Plan. The full ADA assessment can be found in the appendix of the plan.
	Text Field 96: As part of the process to create the HPEU Plan, the UMLAUF completed a topo and tree survey for the property and completed an Environmental Resources Inventory that was verified by the Watershed Department. Both of these can be found in the Appendix of the HPEU Plan.
	Text Field 97: The UMLAUF site is included in two waterfront overlays, as shown on p. 75 of the HPEU Plan, which prohibits uses that are not related to the UMLAUF’s program. The Scenic Roadways Overlay suggests that, where possible, scenic vistas from the roadways should be preserved.

	Text Field 98: This Umlauf site has numerous existing conditions that the HPEU plan seeks to remedy. Regarding site constraints, the grading of the current site creates tremendous drainage and connectivity issues which require constant maintenance. The garden floods regularly and without managing water and redirecting off site, Umlauf will continue to exhaust annual resources on maintenance due to flooding. The Umlauf house and studio, located along Barton Springs Road, is also inaccessible to the rest of the site based on it's elevation relative to the rest of the site. The Treehouse building is intended to solve the connectivity issue by providing vertical circulation form the garden to the house and studio.

The Treehouse and activation of the house and studio will also solve many of the program constraints the Umaluf current faces. The Museum has a tremendous collection of Umlauf's work currently inaccessible to the public  that can reside in these spaces. Additionally, new classrooms, event spaces, and galleries will allow Umlauf to expand programming and events.
	Text Field 102: Human Character: The HPEU Plan emphasizes human-centric design. Recognizing the profound influence of physical and social environments on well-being, green spaces like the UMLAUF play an essential role in nurturing health-conscious communities.
Density: The UMLAUF is nestled within an important Austin green network alongside Barton Springs, Zilker Park, and Lady Bird Lake.
Sustainability: Sustainability and Resilience are core principes for the plan. The plan encompasses six impact categories including Health, Energy, Carbon, Ecology, Water, and Resilience. More info can be found starting on pg. 149 of the plan.
Diversity: The aim of the plan is to establish a space that is welcoming and physically accessible to people of all ages and transportation modes, inclusive of all genders, and promotes healthy practices for every visitor. This involves incorporating principles of Universal Design Guidelines and strategies from the WELL certification.
Economic Vitality: The plan includes an addition of indoor event space that will offer a new revenue source to support additions.
	Text Field 103: #15 Continued: Civic Art: The HPEU Plan aims to make more of the Umlauf collection available to the public, as well as provide more space for contemporary and emerging artists to exhibit. Exhibition openings and artists talks are always free to the public.
A Sense of Time: Preserving the Umlauf historic homestead is not only about preserving the story of Charles Umlauf and his family, but also about a piece of Austin’s history. 
Unique Character: The buildings proposed in the HPEU plan seamlessly blend into the already existing landscape and environment of the UMLAUF. “The Treehouse” is just as it sounds - quietly sitting amongst Austin oak trees, providing a unique interaction between the built and natural environment.
Authenticity: The UMLAUF Sculpture Garden + Museum is quintessentially Austin. This new plan aims to grow and highlight the authentic nature of the space.
#16 Answer: Yes. Shaded areas, refuge from the heat, improvements to trails, and multi-modal accessibility are all part of the plan.
	Text Field 104: The UMLAUF exists along Zilker Neighborhood, next to Barton Creek and Zilker Park. The plan includes improvements to the edge treatment of the UMLAUF to allow the space to be more inviting to passerby. 
The HPEU Plan recommends many landscape improvements to the property, including removing invasive species, replacing with native species, diversifying plants, and adding mid-level and ground planting to help with water runoff issues as well as provide habitat for wildlife. 
The plan also aims to solve the issues related to stormwater runoff that flows from the neighborhood above, through the UMLAUF, and directly into Barton Creek. 
There will also be an additional 2 acres of parkland that will be made assessible to the community, with no museum admission required to access, that is currently overgrown and inaccessible.
	Text Field 105: The UMLAUF’s primary energy objective is to achieve Net Zero Annual Energy, meaning the site generates as much renewable energy as it consumes over a year. The strategy involves initially reducing annual energy usage and then offsetting the remaining consumption by leveraging geo-exchange for heating and cooling while maximizing on-site energy production with solar panels.
The HPEU Plan includes an analysis of the current energy use of the UMLAUF, and strategies for making new and existing facilities as energy efficient as possible. Strategies include: an all electric site (no on-site combustion); placing renewables on each available structure and provisions for a solar ready roof on all other structures; heat/cool new buildings with ground source heat pumps, and retrofit existing buildings with ground source heat pumps or air source heat pumps; reduce existing building energy usage by 25% and bring new building energy use 40% below code minimum; target 30% window to wall ratio. The plan also outlines strategies to reduce embodied carbon emissions by 50%, achieving site carbon neutrality by 2055.

	Text Field 106: The Austin Green Building Policy mandates that all City-owned public-private partnerships must meet a minimum 3-star AEGB or LEED Silver rating, ensuring adherence to sustainable practices in building construction. Furthermore, projects exceeding $2 million in construction costs are obligated to acquire SITES certified rating, which prioritizes both human and environmental well-being through its principles. The UMLAUF is dedicated to being conscientious stewards of the environment. The UMLAUF plans to start the design process with a goal-setting exercise to explore options of achieving an exceptional 4-star AEGB rating and/or LEED Gold certification, as well as SITES Gold. In the pre-schematic design discussion, the UMLAUF will explore other certifications such as WELL building standard compliance and PHIUS certification.

	Text Field 107: The plan encompasses six primary impact categories to ensure that sustainability and resilience strategies are approached comprehensively, addressing key aspects crucial for cities and buildings to have a responsible and positive impact on their communities and the environment. These include: Health, Energy, Carbon, Ecology, Water, and Resilience. Energy and Carbon were covered in question #18. Here are examples of goals for the remaining impact categories:
HEALTH: Safeguard occupant health and well-being by incorporating design elements that prioritize thermal and visual comfort, employing biophilic concepts, considering acoustic comfort, and implementing measures to enhance indoor air quality.
ECOLOGY: Enhance ecology and biodiversity by introducing a diverse middle layer of shrubs and forbes, enriching the environment and providing additional vegetation for animals.
WATER: Minimize water feature and irrigation water consumption and use stormwater and rainwater exclusively for outdoor irrigation.
RESILIENCE: Establish an effective water management strategy for both routine rain events and extreme 500-year flood events using bioswales, increases in pond capacity, rain gardens stone path edges, and other relevant measures.
