	LDC: We are requesting a variance from LDC 25-10-127(E)(2) E For signs other than freestanding signs, the total sign area for a lot may not exceed the lesser of: 1 0.5 Sq Ft for each linear foot of street frontage; or 2 35 Sq SFt.  We would like to add 2 signs, one will be 192 square feet facing south on building extension not directly facing Weidemar Ln. and the other will be 96 square feet facing Weidemar Ln.
	Findings_unique features: The limit to a 35 sq ft sign would not be visible because of the large scale area of the structure 599' X 59', 35,000 sq ft and will not allow "reasonable use" of the property for identification and way finding purposes for the public and emergency services, sign would be lost and provide no reasonable identification for a structure of this scale.
	Findings_neighboring properties: The sign would not be visible or emit any light pollution to the neighboring residential neighborhood. The larger signs orientation is towards a commercial area creates no adverse impact on the nearby neighborhood, The larger more visible sign are also a safety benefit.  They will be of a professionally designed and tasteful appearance, fitting the building large facade and it's surroundings, and its size will actually improve safety by ensuring drivers and emergency services can easily locate the business and avoid sudden stops."
	Findings_not conflict stated purpose: Grating of this variance will not impact or conflict with any restrictions on the residential neighborhood or scenic roadways,  due to it's location and to the disproportionately large facade and unique physical constraints, will not create any distractions or light pollution to neighboring residential neighborhoods 
	Findings_no special privilege: The 35 sq ft signs too small and difficult to see and can create a safety hazard. Customers searching for an address may slow down unexpectedly or miss an entrance, which may impede traffic flow. Properly scaled signs ensure visibility and safe access. "The strict application of the sign ordinance, which allows for only a 35 sq ft sign, results in an unnecessary hardship unique to this property. With a 35,000 sq ft facade, a 35 sq ft sign is disproportionately and exceptionally small, rendering it virtually invisible to customers and the public. This does not grant a special privilege, but rather brings the property's advertising potential to a reasonable standard that other, smaller MF-zoned properties already enjoy without a variance."
