NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULE POSTING DATE: April 15, 2026

The Director of Austin Transportation and Public Works proposes to adopt the following rule after
May 18, 2026.

EFFECTIVE DATE OF PROPOSED RULE

A rule proposed in this notice may not become effective before the effective date established by a
separate notice of rule adoption. A notice of rule adoption may not be posted before May 18, 2026,
or after June 24, 2026 (the 70th day after the date of this notice).

If a proposed rule is not adopted on or before June 24, 2026, it is automatically withdrawn and
cannot be adopted without first posting a new notice of a proposed rule.

TEXT OF PROPOSED RULE

The text of the proposed rule indicating changes from the current text is attached to this notice.
BRIEF EXPLANATION OF PROPOSED RULE

Rule R161-26.10 revises the Transportation Criteria Manual (TCM). The proposed rule adopts the
Project Connect Design Criteria (PCDC), which includes standards for pedestrian and bicycle
facilities, tree and furniture zones, and associated setbacks and buffers for the Austin Light Rail
Project (ALR Project) and adjacent properties. These facilities are typically located behind the
curb. Standards within the PCDC supersede portions of Table 2-2 — Curbed and Guttered Street
Design Matrix and related standards in the other sections of the TCM. The PCDC intends to align
the vision and goals of the TCM with the highly localized design of the ALR Project.



AUTHORITY FOR ADOPTION OF PROPOSED RULE

The authority and procedure for adoption of a rule to assist in the implementation, administration,
or enforcement of a provision of the City Code is provided in City Code Chapter 1-2. The authority
to regulate the standards for design and construction of roadways, streets and alleys is established
in City Section 25-6-171 and the authority to regulate the placement of improvements and facilities
on public property is established in Section 25-6-267.
